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IPO? If this sounds like an investment strategy then you’re thinking in the right direction! Learning what Lightroom is, how it works, and how to use it will improve your photo workflow. Bottom line: it will save you time, effort, frustration and maybe even lost or irreparable image. All that translates into a huge savings whether you are a serious amateur or a shooting pro.

Who should take this workshop?

Lightroom 3 (LR3) has nothing to do with fancy cameras, extreme image editing, or years of experience. It has everything to do with managing a large or growing number of images, making corrections & enhancements without changing the original image, and sharing your images easily & quickly and through various sources: print, slideshow, web. 

· If you take lots of pictures or have thousands you need to manage then LR3 is a tool you need. It may be the only image editing tool you need!

· If you sometimes need to correct problems (too light, too dark), enhance the image you took (darken part of the image, add sharpness or contrast), or if you’d like to get creative (convert your image to B&W, add a special tone, or even mix B&W and color) without worrying about changing the original image then LR3 is a tool you need.

· If you need to easily and quickly share images across different media (print, slideshow,  email, web) then LR3 is a tool you need.

What we’ll cover in 9 hours of instruction and practical exercises. 

We’ll provide plenty of images so you can follow along, but you’re encouraged to bring a some of your own images to get a better feel for how Lightroom will work for you. You’ll also need to bring a laptop computer with Lightroom 3 loaded, if you intend to follow along. To download a 30-day trial of Lightroom 3 go to:

· General Overview: During this portion of the workshop we’ll explain the Lightroom concept and provide an in-depth look at how the Lightroom “catalog” differs from the traditional file and folder approach to image management. Topics include:

· What is Lightroom?

· Why you should use it?

· How is it different from and how does it work with Photoshop or PS Elements?

· Library Module: Input, organize, and manage your images.

· Learn the strategies to effectively to import your images from various sources

· Backup, re-name, and import your images all in one step

· Rank, flag, and sort your imports so you can effectively  manage your library

· Learn search strategies that will help you find that one image in thousands

· Learn to quickly select and export images to almost any source including direct to Facebook and other social media sites without every leaving Lightroom

· Tethered Shooting is a unique option in LR3 that allows you to connect your camera to your computer to see your shots as you take them

· Develop Module: Use Lightroom’s built-in tools to make your image shine!

· A detailed look at LR3’s extensive and non-destructive toolset

· A clear explanation and demonstration of where LR ends and Photoshop begins

· In this session you’ll see how Lightroom will streamline your workflow by letting you edit one image at a time or 100 images at the same time

· Non-destructive editing and a complete history file means you can always go back to the original image OR to whichever stage of editing you prefer

· Output Modules: Learn to share your images in the Print, Slideshow, or Web options

· Learn to print single images or contact sheets

· Use any of Lightroom’s existing print templates to print standard sizes and some unique packages that are already in the program

· Learn to make custom print packages to fit your needs

· See how to put together a slideshow of images (with music) without ever leaving Lightroom

· Select one of the many web templates to create a Flash-based web page that can be uploaded to your website

· Wrap-Up: We’ll demonstrate a typical workflow with our own images and answer any questions you might have about Lightroom and your workflow.
