Please read the following information carefully.  In order to qualify for the HETAP scholarship you must meet the required eligibility criteria (see eligibility below). Preference will be given to applicants who are planning to enter a teacher shortage area.  Please note if no applicants are entering a teacher shortage area, the scholarship will be awarded based on other qualifications.  Therefore even if you do not plan to obtain your degree in one of the teacher shortage areas, you are still encouraged to apply.

Eligibility Criteria

An undergraduate student enrolled at a participating nonprofit public or private Virginia college or university who meets the following requirements: 

1. Virginia domiciliary resident, according to section 23-7.4 of the Code of Virginia; 

2. U. S. citizen or eligible non-citizen for federal Title IV purposes; 

3. Enrolled full-time as an undergraduate; 

4. Not seeking a second bachelor's degree; 

5. Maintain Satisfactory Academic Progress as defined by the institution; 

6. Enrolled, or intend to enroll, into an eligible K-12 teacher preparation program; 

7. Demonstrate financial need, subject to Title IV financial need requirements; 

8. Cumulative college grade point average of at least 2.5; 

9. Nominated by faculty member; 

10. Not in default or owe an overpayment on a Title IV, HEA program loan; and 

11. Satisfy Selective Service registration requirements.

Teacher Shortage Areas

The following represent the top 10 critical shortage teaching endorsement area assignments for 2009-2010:
1. Special Education (special education general curriculum K-12 [learning disabilities; emotional disturbance; mental retardation]; early childhood special education [birth through age 5]; visual impairments preK-12); hearing impairments preK-12; special education adapted curriculum K-12 [severe disabilities]

2. Speech-language disorders preK-12

3. Mathematics Grades 6-12

4. English as a Second Language preK-12

5. Elementary Education preK-6

6. Foreign Languages (Spanish preK-12; Latin preK-12)

7. Science Grades 6-12

8. Mathematics (Algebra I)

9. Reading Specialist

10. Career and Technical Education (technology education; agriculture education)

In completing the application, please be very detailed and complete with your answers.  In addition to the application you must:

1. Submit the 2009-2010 FAFSA. File immediately if you have not yet filed for the current aid year at www.fafsa.ed.gov.

2. Attach a letter of nomination from a DSLCC Faculty Member

3. Attach a DSLCC transcript. (maybe obtained from the registrar)
Submit this application with attachments to the financial aid office by December 18, 2009.
