on & four point scale) A mimimwum grade of “C-" must be ollained in sach course that the
student wishes to transfer.

Shedents must meat minimure grade ¢riteria and prerequisiles for courses in specific programs
at Roanoke Coliege. See the Roanoke College calalag for program requirements.
