The release of information is needed to provide the U.S. Department of Labor with student information regarding successful program participation and completion. Information is reported to the funding source (U.S. DOL) by the SVWIB on a quarterly basis.
To be eligible to continue to receive grant scholarship funds, you must successfully complete each class with a passing grade. If the course is not successfully completed the recipient will be responsible for repayment of the tuition amount. If a class is repeated, scholarship funding may not be applied a second time for the same class. You may take multiple courses per semester using grant funding. Successful completion of the Wind Turbine Service Technician program includes the award of a DSLCC Certificate or Career Studies Certificate (CSC). 
Grant scholarship funding for the Wind Turbine Service Technology programs ends January 2013 or when grant funds are depleted. Therefore, scholarship funding may not be available to cover tuition costs for all required coursework.

The Wind Turbine Service Technology program is demanding in many ways and provides training and skill development in a new and emerging green job in the local workforce area or at a national level. The partners awarding this scholarship are confident you will put forth every effort to successfully complete and excel within this new field of study.
